This situation is a landscaper who wants to inoculate his clients yards, but also uses a fungicide listed to be "harmful" to myco's on our list, a couple times a year....

- Apply Fungicide wait a month

- Apply Mycorrhizae

- Give Mycorrhizae time to germinate

- When the fungicide is re-applied you will temporarily lose external filaments, but because they have already established internally as well, after a short period they will reproduce those external filaments that were lost.
